2012 Tax News

Small business is still ea-
gerly waiting for a decision
regarding 2012 payroll tax
cuts. If approved, the tax
cut will reduce employer
payroll tax by as much as
half on the first 5 million in
payroll expenses. lItis ex-
pected that this as well as
other awaited tax breaks,
such as 100% bonus depre-
ciation, 100% exclusion for
gain from the sale of quali-
fied stock, and the work
opportunity credit will be
approved in 2012 and made
retro active for January 1.

In 2011, small business saw
a 61% increase in federal
audits as well as a 37% in-
crease in state audits. As
federal and state govern-
ments scrounge for sources
of income yet struggle to
keep the economy flowing,
audits are expected to con-
tinue to increase in 2012.

Worker classification has
been a hot button topic for
auditors. The IRS is receiv-
ing help from the US Dept.
of Labor on this front. De-
termination of whether

workers are being treated
as an independent contrac-
tors instead of an employee
will be at the top of the list
should your business be
audited.

Another 2012 change that
business owners may notice
is that all tax preparers will
be required to €file returns
which include more than 10
forms within the 1040 and/
or 1041 series. Therefore,
almost all who use paid
preparers will have to file
their returns electronically.
